From Our New Region Minister           
One week ago today, January 13, I was sitting at a different desk, in a different moment in time, planning a 
funeral service for two homicide victims, the father and step-mother of one of my deacons.  In search of 
comfort, the family had requested the familiar be included in the service: the 23

rd
 Psalm, the Lord’s Prayer, 

and the singing of “It is well with my soul”.  And then in prayer I sought out my words, words for eulogy, 
words for opening the Word, words to speak of Christ’s presence, His gift of salvation and hope and comfort 
in the midst of almost unspeakable trauma. I found myself returning to familiar, repeated prayers, “What are 
you asking of me in this time?” How can I serve you well?”  What words should I chose?  

Today, January 20, I find myself sitting at a different desk, looking at the task, the call ahead, but praying the 
same prayers.  And it comes to mind, that seeking and submitting to Christ, in any given moment, in varied 
seasons or chapters of life, is the calling, the vocation, of every Christian.  Such prayers are not rhetorical 
questions, but are released to God, knowing the Holy Spirit will bless with direction, guidance and wisdom.   
I know many who compose ABC/VNH are praying such faithful prayers, for their local churches, and our 
community of churches.  I believe God is letting us discern our future ministry together, giving us wisdom to 
grapple with the challenges, while welcoming the Holy Spirit’s renewing, transforming, and creating 
presence.  I am grateful for all who pray for me and our ministry together as ABC/VNH.   

I pray we not lose praying the right questions, in different moments and different seasons of ministry. I pray 
our prayers our not perfunctory acts, but continue to meet Christ and receive the Spirit.  I don’t know how to 
serve Christ without praying such questions, and trusting in God’s answers.  I believe that we know God’s 
voice in a deeper way when we pray as communities.  I don’t know how to serve God without praying about 
both the details and the “big picture”.  I have learned I can’t live out my calling, as best I can, without laying 
the whole before my Lord.  The picture I have of our future, is that of a community of churches and individ-
uals who live out of a vast reservoir of releasing and receiving prayer.  And I ask that God’s grace will con-
tinue to awaken our individual and  community souls, in every moment of time, in all circumstances, to a 
deeper life and service with Christ Jesus our Lord.

Celebration of the birth of our Lord continues in our soul, giving us joy, wisdom and strength to continue 
serving Him in our communities, as well as serving with Home Mission projects and Missions abroad.  

On January 21, Rev. Beth Richeson, Chaplain at the New Hampshire Women’s Prison, Goffstown, NH, 
spoke to the women at our Mid-Winter Gathering at the First Baptist Church, Lebanon, NH. Our scripture 
was Hebrews 13:3, “Remember the prisoners, as thought in prison with them….” Prisons, being very 
structured places, are very uncompassionate and unfeeling, making it very difficult for inmate rehabilitation, 
but Rev. Beth, being the chaplain, does have the opportunity to share both, compassion and feeling, and 
help the souls of the inmates. The inmates are mothers, grandmothers, aunts, girlfriends. They have 
children, grandchildren, and cousins who are so deeply missed. The inmates, most often, are from very 
abusive situations, making rehabilitation very difficult. “Beth is our bright spot in the week.” Says S., inmate. 
Rev. Beth holds Bible Studies and does counseling and one-on-one meetings quite often. The inmates do 
have opportunity to crochet, sew, read, take high school courses, and make jewelry.     

We can help with letters. There is a penpal program, corresponding with an inmate. Contact Beth at 
pastorbeth@nhchurches.org or leave a message at the NH Council of Churches, 603-224-1352 if you 
would like to participate.  In the afternoon we made bookmarks for all the inmates, as items going into the 
prison have many stipulations on them. At least 120 bookmarks were made by the women to give to the 
inmates. The day ended with communion together.  Keep the prison ministry in our prayers
